The guidance team will soon begin the placement process for the 2009-2010 school year.
This involves a review of records, obtaining teacher recommendations and testing in math.
The lowa Algebra Aptitude Test (IAAT) is administered to seventh grade students to help de-
termine math placements for the eighth grade year. This year the IAAT will be administered
as follows:

Monday, May 11 - USC
Tuesday, May 12 - Texas and Villanova
Wednesday, May 13 - Syracuse

Parents will receive the results of this test in a math placement letter that will be sent home in
June. In addition, 7" grade students who indicated an interest in taking a foreign language,
instead of the art cycle, will receive a letter in June to indicate if they qualified.

The guidance team welcomes parental input regarding the educational needs of each stu-
dent. Parents are invited to contact the middle school guidance counselors if they wish to dis-
cuss placement concerns. Deadline for parental input is Friday May 29 ™.

Pennsylvania System of School Assessment (PSSA)
Science Assessment & Grade 8
April 27 and April 28, 2009
8:00-9:30 a.m.

Which schools participate?
All school districts participate in the science assessment. Nonpublic and private schools may also participate on a
voluntary basis.

Which students take the assessment?
All students in grades 4, 8 and 11 are included in the assessment (except for a few students who meet specific criteria).

When does the assessment occur?
The assessment is scheduled by the school districts to take place during the testing window of April 27 through May 8,
2009.

How long does the assessment take?
The entire science assessment takes approximately two to four hours to complete. Your school district should inform
you about the assessment schedule.

What does the assessment include?

Students in grades 4 and 8 complete two sections of items for the science assessment; grade 11 students complete
three sections. Some items will be the same for all students and some portions of the assessment will consist of
different groups of items.

Who administers the assessment?

Each school chooses the person(s) who wil/ admini ster
teachers, who are often helped by the principal or a guidance counselor.

What types of questions are on the assessment?

Students respond to two types of questions: multiple-choice and open-ended. In a multiple-choice question, the correct
answer is chosen from the four presented options, while open-ended questions require students to compose their
responses. At grades 8 and 11, the science assessment also includes science scenarios.

What is a science scenario?

A science scenario contains text, graphics, charts, and/or tables, and uses these elements to describe the results of a
class project, an experiment, or other similar research. Students use the information found in a science scenario to
answer both multiple-choice and open-ended questions. Science scenarios are used at grade 8 and grade 11 only.
How are the written responses to open -ended items scored?

The written responses for science open-ended items are scored by evaluators trained in applying a pre-determined
scoring system. In science, scores are based on content only. Spelling and punctuation are not included as part of the
scoring process.

Who decided what the assessments should measure?

Groups of educators from all levels of education in Pennsylvania chose the areas of knowledge on which the assess-
ment is based. The groups included teachers, supervisors, curriculum directors, and college specialists. These
educators also reviewed, edited, and approved items th

What is assessed in science?

The science assessment addresses the four major reporting categories: The Nature of Science, Biological Sciences,
Physical Sciences, and Earth and Space Sciences. The proportion of items devoted to each reporting category varies
within a grade level. Each reporting category includes certain Assessment Anchors and Eligible Content.

How are the results reported?
Reports for science are sent to the school districts for distribution to parents, teachers, and guidance counselors and/or
principals. The state does not receive any reports with individual names included.

Results are reported by school for curricular and planning purposes. School districts publish the PSSA testing results
for each school. The state also releases school-by-school assessment data.

May parents see the assessment?

Parents and guardians may review the assessment by making arrangements with the school assessment coordinator
once the assessment arrives at the school. No copies of the assessment or notes about items are permitted to leave
the school and confidentiality agreements must be signed.

If, after reviewing the assessment, parents do not want their child to participate in the science assessment due to a
conflict with their religious beliefs, they may write a note to the school district superintendent prior to the beginning of the
assessment to excuse their child from the assessment.

have just completed exploring adaptations. Our culminating project will be the creation of a 3-D fish via
an in-depth web quest called Fins and Tails! The quest is posted on the document page of the Villanova team and
offers many simulations and information on adaptations. Our next adventure will be analyzing characteristics in order
to determine how organisms are classified.

In Language Arts, we will be reading the novel Tangerine by Edward Bloor. This is a great novel and we will be
learning and practicing many skills and strategies throughout our reading. Keep encouraging your child to read
daily! The Scholastic Book Fair is right around the corner in April for students to purchase great books. In May, we
will be welcoming our visiting author, David Lubar, to speak with our teams. Keep reading!

In social studies we finished our chapter on the Renaissance and Reformation. In our next chapter we will be explor-
ing the Age of Enlightenment and Revolutions in Europe.

Students in math classes are studying a variety of concepts. Pre-Algebra students will soon be solving many ad-
vanced multi-step equations, while High and General Math students will be solving problems involving percents.

USC TEAM

In science, we finished chapter 7 on Evolution and have moved to chapter 9 Classification. We looked at
the levels of classification and are now studying the 6 kingdoms. Next we travel to Bacteria and then to
Protists where we will be doing microscope work with living pond creatures.

In Social Studies we have finished our study on both the Renaissance and Reformation. We are cur-
rently working on our People Faire Projects where students select a character to present in the Age of Discovery.

In math the pre-algebra students finished their chapter on data analysis and probability and will begin learning about
inequalities. The high math students have finished their PSSA review and will begin working with percents and solv-

ing real life problems involving the percent proportion.

In Language Arts we are reading The Acorn People. This nonfiction novel explores the struggle with ac-
ceptance and the challenges faced when working with severely disabled children. The students are also
working on weekly Word Usage lessons. These lessons focus on the grammatical and mechanical rules
of writing. The students are responsible for completing a Word Usage test every Friday. The material
continuously grows as we move towards the end of the marking period.

/ In science, we are learning about adaptations and natural selection. We have learned about Charles
' Darwin and his discoveries. The students have conducted labs where they have learned about the ad-
aptations of bird beaks, goat hooves, and moths. We are also turning our classroom into an underwater
habitat! The students are exploring adaptations and their advantages. Students are creating their own fish based
upon 7 adaptations and will then analyze their ability to survive. We are getting ready to get our creative juices flow-
ing to make our fish!

Social Studies: Was Columbus a hero or a villain? Or was he just a man of his time? Did Luther's ideas bring
change for the better or change for the worse? How did Cortes and 500 Spaniards conquer 5 million Az-

tecs? In social studies we are studying four great figures: Da Vinci, Luther, Columbus and Cortes, and asking these
and other questions about their place in history. Dr. Michael Hart places Columbus as the 9th Most Influential Person
in World History. Luther is 25th, Cortes is 63rd, and Da Vinci receives an honorable mention. Why? What did they
do? These are interesting questions open for debate. Ask your son or daughter their opinions. You might get some
surprising answers.

In language arts, the students have been working on text organization, figurative language, fact/opinion, generaliza-
tions, and point of view in preparation for the PSSA. The students have also been working extremely hard on their
written responses to various open-ended guestions.

In math, students have been working on probability and statistics. The classes have reviewed and learned how to
organize and analyze data in many different forms, as well as how to analyze when a graph may be misleading. As
for probability, students should be able to find the probability in fraction, decimal, and percent form.

Math this month has focused on reviewing the important topics that have been introduced throughout the year. Pre-
Algebra has been working on equations and graphing. We have learned how to graph linear equations on a coordi-
nate plane and make an x/y table from an equation. Pre-Algebra will be learning how to solve multi-step equations
using inverses. Algebra recently covered properties of exponents and will be wrapping up Chapter 8 before spring
break. In the next chapter we will be diving deep into the algebraic content of polynomials and factoring. In the
meantime, our classes have also been discovering the complexity of 3-dimentional figures and their nets. We have
been exploring icosahedrons and dodecahedrons and even building our own 3-d models. They should be on display
within the next week! In Ms. Krugreinhard's math class, we have been working on various aspects of geometry in-
cluding the Pythagorean theorem, measures of angles, area, and perimeter.

After spring break the students will be immersed in a literature unit focusing on the works of S.E. Hinton: The Outsid-
ers, That Was Then This Is Now, Tex, and Taming the Star Runner. They will be continuing their study of the
apostrophe.

Our poetry unit has been helping the students master figurative
language skills (such as personification, hyperbole, and onomatopoeia) as well as writing skills relating to punctuation
and grammar.
